PUBLIC COMMENT: One public comment related to a possible water target in the sustainability plan. 
 
1) Approve Regular Meeting Minutes for September 20, 2023 

 
 Commissioner Johnson made a motion to approve the Regular Meeting Minutes from September 

20, 2023, with Vice Chair Chrisman Lazarr providing a Second for the motion, which carried 7-0. All 
members present voted for APPROVAL. 

 
2) Scottsdale Community Sustainability Plan  

Lisa McNeilly, Sustainability Director, will provide an update on the Scottsdale Sustainability Plan. 
Commissioners will discuss and provide recommendations on the plan. The Commission will also 
consider authorizing at least one commissioner to represent the Commission at an upcoming City 
Council meeting on this topic. 
 
Chair Brady made a motion to recommend “eliminate unhealthy air days in Scottsdale by 2030” as 
a target in the sustainability plan related to air pollution levels, with Commissioner Scheck providing 
a Second for the motion, which carried 7-0. All members present voted for APPROVAL. 
 
Chair Brady made a motion to recommend “cut hospitalizations for pollution-related health events 
(per 100,000 population) in Scottsdale by 50% from 2022 levels by 2035” as a target in the 
sustainability plan related to illness/hospitalizations, with Commissioner Johnson providing a 
Second for the motion, which carried 7-0. All members present voted for APPROVAL.

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Chair Brady made a motion to recommend “quadruple number of publicly available charging ports 
from 2023 levels three years after adoption of plan; add 10x by 2030” as a target in the 
sustainability plan related to electric vehicle charging ports, with Commissioner Johnson providing a 
Second for the motion, which carried 7-0. All members present voted for APPROVAL. 
 
Chair Brady made a motion to recommend “reduce municipal fleet fuel use by 30% from 2023 
levels by 2030 & 100% by 2040” as a target in the sustainability plan related to municipal fleet fuel 
use, with Vice Chair Chrisman Lazarr providing a Second for the motion, which carried 6-1. 
Commissioner Bosse OPPOSED the motion, with all other members present voting for 
APPROVAL. 
 
Commissioner Johnson made a motion to recommend the staff option of “reduce residential water 
use (gallons per capita per day) to 170 by 2033” as a target in the sustainability plan related to 
residential water use, with Vice Chair Chrisman Lazarr providing a Second for the motion, which 
carried 5-2. Chair Brady and Commissioner Cuculic OPPOSED the motion, with all other members 
present voting for APPROVAL. 
 
Chair Brady made a motion to recommend the staff option of “reduce municipal potable water use 
by an additional 5% from 2022 levels by 2027” as a target in the sustainability plan related to 
municipal water use, with Commissioner Johnson providing a Second for the motion, which carried 
7-0. All members present voted for APPROVAL. 
 
Commissioner Johnson made a motion to modify and recommend the staff options of “reduce 
irrigation water use for HOA properties by 10% from 2022 levels by 2033” and “increase sewer 
return flow percentage by 10% by 2033 capturing indoor/outdoor efficiency for both residential and 
commercial customers” as targets in the sustainability plan related to commercial water use, with 
Vice Chair Chrisman Lazarr providing a Second for the motion, which carried 6-1. Commissioner 
Cuculic OPPOSED the motion, with all other members present voting for APPROVAL. 
 
Commissioner Bosse made a motion to recommend “reduce commercial water use by 10% from 
2022 levels by 2033” as a target in the sustainability plan related to commercial water use, with 
Chair Brady providing a Second for the motion, which carried 6-1. Commissioner Johnson 
OPPOSED the motion, with all other members present voting for APPROVAL. 
 
Chair Brady made a motion to recommend “reduce municipally sourced potable water use by golf 
courses by 10% from 2022 levels by 2033” as a target in the sustainability plan related to golf 
course water use, with Commissioner Bosse providing a Second for the motion, which carried 7-0. 
All members present voted for APPROVAL. 

 
3) Presentation on urban solar energy strategies 

Commissioner Cuculic will share his expertise in urban solar energy strategies to provide 
information and ideas to Commissioners relevant to upcoming discussions on the energy section of 
the sustainability plan.
