3. Director's Report

Kira Peters, Human Services Director, introduced herself and talked about her over 30-year
history working with the City of Scottsdale. In recognition of National Social Worker Month, she
thanked Scottsdale’s social worker staff for all the hard work that they have done for the
community. She highlighted things that are happening in Human Services.

The Scottsdale Works program will begin on April 1, 2024. The program gives people
experiencing homelessness an opportunity to work, earning a wage of up to $70 per day. She
announced that Vista Food Bank earned an “A” during their recent County inspection.

Vista Del Camino will host a clothing drive and What to Wear Career Fair on Thursday,
March 21, 2024, from 10:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m.

Paiute Neighborhood Center will host the Sci-Tech Fun Festival, presented by Partners for
Paiute, on Saturday, April 13, 2024, from 10:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m.

Registration is open for the Back-to-School event, which will be held at Scottsdale Stadium on
Tuesday, July 30, 2024.

Allie Ortega Empty Bowls will be held at Scottsdale SkySong on March 22 and 23, 2024. Sue
Oh, Homeless Outreach Coordinator, explained that the Empty Bowls event is made possible
through a partnership between Scottsdale Center for the Arts and Scottsdale Unified School
District. Bowls, that have been created by various groups and students, have been donated to
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Scottsdale Community partners, and the proceeds are used by Scottsdale Community Partners
to help fund Scottsdale Human Services.
