• Guidance on the level of detail necessary related to “funding strategy” referenced in the 
Protect and Preserve Scottsdale Task Force Work Plan

• Sales tax revenue projections
• Information on Human Services’ current efforts to address homelessness in the city’s parks 

and the role of park rangers
• Guidance on ballot question format and requirements
• Discussion related to how the parks and McDowell Sonoran Preserve is used by city 

residents
• Information on the unfunded needs of the McDowell Sonoran Preserve Commission
• Discussion related to funding operations of the parks and McDowell Sonoran Preserve
