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2. Housing Voucher Briefing Video Discussion

Christina Cooley, Human Services Center Supervisor, gave an overview of the Housing
Choice Voucher Briefing video presented to the Scottsdale Housing Agency Governing
Board on October 13, 2022.

Commissioners were given an opportunity to ask questions regarding the video
presentation. Ms. Cooley explained that recipients have 60 days to locate a property and
are given the opportunity for two 30-day extensions. In order to obtain an extension,
clients must present their tracking log showing the landlord contact information and a
reason that they were unable to sign a lease for each property. To confirm that voucher
recipients have watched the video, they are asked to answer three questions at the end
of the video. If there is an area that they did not comprehend, staff is able to direct them
to specific points in the video so they can review the information.

It was suggested that landlords be given access to the Housing Choice Voucher Briefing video
so they can understand the comprehensive nature of the requirements. Ms. Cooley noted that
staff is currently working on a landlord video that will include landlord and participant
responsibilities and obligations.

Director Bestgen commended Ms. Witkofski and Ms. Cooley for their patients and dedication in
working with difficult cases that they are often presented with.

Ms. Witkofski said that Commissioners could gain an understanding of barriers to placing
individuals by watching the training videos presented during the last meeting.
