17.  Ethics Refresher Training — City Attorney Bruce Washburn presentation.
On May 2, 2006, the Scottsdale City Council adopted Resolution No. 6879 and Ordinance No. 3675
establishing the City of Scottsdale Public Service Ethics Program and a Code of Ethical Behavior
related to elected and appointed officials, which became effective July 1, 2006. The City’s Ethics
Program and the Code require that the Councilmembers receive annual ethics training.

This ethics training for the City Council will include the following components:

1. Adiscussion of the requirements of the Code of Ethical Behavior that are most frequently
implicated in the Councilmembers’ activities.

2. An update on any changes that might have occurred in the last year relating to the Code of Ethical
Behavior.

3. An opportunity for Councilmembers to raise any issues of particular concern to them.

The training session is instructional and informational. No public business will be considered;
however, City Councilmembers may engage in discussion about ethics issues as part of this training
session.
