Public Comment — Christie Kinchen spoke about Desert Edge and the McDowell Sonoran
Conservancy. Ralph Foley withdrew his request to speak because the item he wanted the Council to
consider was already on the Consent Agenda (Iltem 4). Paula Rudnick expressed concern about
Desert Edge. Jason Alexander commented on personal comments made about “those opposed to
the DDC.” Councilwoman Milhaven responded to comments made during public comment. Emily
Austin spoke about respectful dialogue.
