9. Ethics Refresher Training
On May 2, 2006, the Scottsdale City Council adopted Resolution No. 6879 and Ordinance No. 3675
establishing the City of Scottsdale Public Service Ethics Program and a Code of Ethical Behavior
related to elected and appointed officials, which became effective July 1, 2006. The City’s Ethics
Program and the Code require that the Councilmembers receive annual ethics training.
