MAYOR’S REPORT

Mayor Ortega welcomed Scottsdale residents back to the Kiva, noting the Kiva was open to the 
public at reduced capacity and that virtual participations options were still available. He noted the 
City was preparing to open the Kiva at full capacity once Scottsdale and Maricopa County return to 
“low community” coronavirus transmission rates.

Mayor Ortega announced that on June 25*^, Scottsdale celebrates 70 years as a municipality. He 
said that at 2:00 p.m. on June 23'^, there is a Retro Ride through Scottsdale in the Civic Center 
Library Auditorium with Scottsdale community historian Joan Fudala. Starting June 23^^, Scottsdale

Leadership’s 35''’ anniversaries which can be seen at the Civic Center Library for the next few 
weeks.
