Mayor Ortega wished everyone a Happy New Year. 

Mayor Ortega reported that on Friday there was an incident involving Scottsdale's elite police 
officers serving an arrest warrant. It occurred in an adjoining jurisdiction and the police officers 
were valiant in carrying out their duties. He commended the officers involved and thanked them for 
their valor and service. He thanked the other government agencies involved in the incident. 

Mayor Ortega recognized former Councilman Rene Wendell , who passed away on December 24, 
2022. Rene was an active member of the community and will be remembered for his kind spirit, 
commitment to others, and sense of humor.
