I call the March 7, 2023 city Council Special mee�ng to order City Clerk Ben Lane, 
please conduct the roll call.

This a�ernoon, we will be 
poin�ng individuals to eight boards, commissions, and taskforces. I will now turn the mee�ng over to 
councilmember Durham to begin this process.

Following the set of interviews, we will vote on an appointment for the board or commission. As I call 
your name, please approach the podium over there and briefly cover the following points. 
 
For the record, please state your name and address and how long you have lived in Scotsdale. Please 
tell us about your educa�on, employment or volunteer experience as it relates to this board or 
commission. Iden�fy what you think is the top issue facing this board or commission. Please limit your 
comments to two minutes or less. We have a �mer to help you manage your �me. Following each 
nominees response, we will ask councilmembers if they have any follow-up ques�ons for you. 
 
The first commission is the airport advisory commission, where there is one opening. The airport 
advisory commission advises the city Council on policy maters rela�ng to the opera�on of the airport, 
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proposals for development, airport area land use, fees and 50 concerns. There is one vacancy and two 
nominees. Kevin Maxwell has withdrawn his applica�on for considera�on. The nominees are first 
Sabrina Haverty, will be par�cipa�ng in this mee�ng electronically, and second is Charles McDermot. 
His term expired in February and he is eligible for reappointment. First, is Ms. Haverty on the line? 
 
Sabrina Haverty: Yes, hello. 
 
Councilmember Durham: Thank you Ms. Haverty, you can begin.

Sabrina Haverty: Thank you Council for having me. I live at 15125 N Scotsdale Road. I've been a resident 
of Scotsdale for one year. My interest in the airport advisory commission is personal as I enjoy avia�on 
for five years. Along with relevant experience and that the airport runway is viewable from our unit. A 
top issue that I see the airport advisory commission facing his development with traffic flow procedures. 
 
Councilmember Durham: Thank you Ms. Haverty. Charles McDermot? 
 
Charles McDermot: Good a�ernoon Mayor and Council. Thank you very much for nomina�ng me to 
serve on the airport advisory commission for another year. My name is Charles McDermot 19700 N 76th 
street. I have lived in Scotsdale for a litle over 10 years and am originally from snowy upstate New 
York. 
 
I was glad to see a litle bit of snow here last week, it was a nice homecoming. My experience, I am 
currently the avia�on planning manager for the available engineering in Phoenix. We provide planning 
engineering services to airports across Arizona and Colorado. With over 35 years of avia�on planning 
experience, I provided avia�on consul�ng services to over 112 airports of all sizes across the country. 
I believe my professional experience brings a unique perspec�ve to the commission. 
 
First, I want to thank you for allowing me to serve on the airport advisory commission for the last three 
years. I truly think it is a unique and valuable asset to the city. I currently serve as the chairman of that 
commitee. I believe important issue facing Scotsdale is compa�ble development land use across the 
airport. As he men�oned, Scotsdale is experiencing developmental pressure and tremendous growth. 
It's cri�cal that the airspace around the airport be protected. 
 
As you know, we recently had prac�cum before the commission and was able to pass final ac�on with 
condi�ons on the proposed building to lower the height of the buildings to make sure they did not 
penetrate part 77 surfaces per the FAA. I was pleased with the developer of the planning commission 
and city Council while suppor�ng the airport advisory commissions recommenda�ons. 
 
I believe this is an example of working together with the airport and the developers to make sure they 
have a successful project and they will impact the airport airspace.

The purpose of the development 
review Board is to review and approve, yes we have your vote of Mr. McDermot has been appointed. 
 
The purpose of the development review Board is to review and approve architectural design and layout 
of proposed development plans. There is one vacancy and one nominee. The nominee is Michal Joyner. 
Ms. Joyner's term expired in February and she is eligible for reappointment. I will now entertain a vote 
for the development review Board. Let’s start with councilmember Graham again.

Michal Joyner: I was happy to just let you vote. Thank you, Mayor and Council, I live at 11216 E Dale Ln. I 
have been resident since 2020. I am asking for reappointment to the development review Board. My 
term has ended and I have enjoyed working very much on this board. I've enjoyed working for the city, 
the ci�zens and the developers and most importantly with my fellow board members. 
 
I believe I have done a good job of balancing the needs of the city of Scotsdale. I qualifica�ons that I 
had previously served for eight years on the Chama planning commission were four of those years I was 
the chairman and was reappointed by three different mayors and four different city councils. The 
challenges facing our commission is very similar to the challenges that you face as city Council members. 
 
The ci�zens who moved to the city of Scotsdale had great expecta�ons of us and they bring the 
expecta�ons to our ci�es on how they want to live.

In addi�on to that, I have one a 
number of teaching awards. 
 
I was nominated and a finalist for the included teaching award last year, and have been nominated again 
this year. In addi�on, I am a member of the WP Carey diversity, equity and inclusion assembly as well. 
The top issue that I think is facing the human rela�ons commission is resilience. That is resilience at all 
levels. 
 
The individual, the team, the organiza�on and the community as well. I see resilience as encompassing 
stress, well-being and burnout. That really being a part of this. I believe that in order to focus on 
resilience will be important in the founda�on is focusing on diversity, equity, inclusion and 
belongingness. That is our founda�on in working through that that we can build an even beter city. If I 
am selected to be in the human rela�ons commission, I look forward to looking at these issues and 
other issues as well. Thank you so much for your �me. 
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Councilmember Durham: Are there any ques�ons for Marcie LePine? No? Thank you. Next is Cynthia 
Romagnolo. 
 
Cynthia Romagnolo: My address is 12710 North 102nd Street. I have lived in Scotsdale since 2005. In 
that �me I've been a mother, all wife, advisor and minority leader. I am interested in joining the human 
rela�ons commitee because I truly value service. 
 
In my work my focus a part of my advisory prac�ce on women going the financial knowledge in order to 
fund their hopes and dreams for themselves and their families. I have focused on eleva�ng women's 
voices growing in leading the largest chapter affability investments with more than 2300 members. My 
role is to create opportuni�es for mentorship, connec�ons and career advancement across the global 
employee resource groups. 
 
I support group at fidelity called women talk money, a community for women dedicated to closing the 
gender wealth gap. Women or others a diverse background tend to not talk money and the effect that 
leadership is not speaking for them. I met with this commitee, I worked to encourage mutual respect, 
discourage prejudice and work towards cultural unity within a company more than 60,000 employees.

I doubt with all the similar situa�ons that you have to deal with on a daily 
basis, and is off former auditor, I want to make sure that the strategies in the plans and programs are 
implemented, the best prac�ces and professional standards so that we could be ethical and honest 
about everything we did, I was very aware of the budget making sure we did everything proper and 
cost-effec�ve. 
 
When I moved to Scotsdale two years ago, I got involved with the community. I joined two women's 
groups, but I also volunteer with the city of Scotsdale as an ambassador for old town. Most importantly, 
I serve as the director my homeowners Associa�on, serve as the treasurer. They need someone with my 
background to do that.  
 
I also enrolled in the Scotsdale one-on-one government program and took my first class this morning. I 
think the top issue, there are many, is one of the councilmembers said, water is life. I was very happy to 
see that the city departments reduce the use of water, so kudos to them over this past year, by 6%. I 
think it's �me to roll that out to the community to get their buy-in. Everyone wants green grass, but we 
can always do that going forward. 
 
I think it's important in the advisory commission would be a great group to get that informa�on out to 
the communi�es and get their buy-in. There is alterna�ves that we could use for them. With that, I 
would like to thank you for the �me and I would appreciate and honor your vote, thank you. 
 
Councilmember Durham: Thank you Ms. Brady, is there any ques�ons from councilmembers? 
 
Councilmember Graham: I wanted to thank Ms. Brady for enrolling in Scotsdale 101, thank you for 
doing that.

Councilmember Durham: Next is Lee Cooley. 
 
Lee Cooley: Mr. Mayor, Honorable members of council, thank you for your considera�on today. I came 
here to be closer to family and start the nonprofit phase of my career with Make-A-Wish America. In 
January 2019, I became the director of marke�ng and communica�on for the Scotsdale realtors 
Associa�on I had problems with several boards including the Irish cultural learning founda�on and the 
Arizona Southwest Heritage founda�on which promotes culture in history to promote the revitaliza�on 
of Scotsdale neighborhoods through its grant program. 
 
That grant program I think is the key and most important issue for the remainder of this fiscal year my 
number was correct based on the January 25 minutes, there's a balance of $90,000 of the $30,000 the 
Council was so kind to fund remaining. 
 
In November 2021, they partner with opera�on fix-it parks and rec and public services to expand a 
$10,000 grant $21,000. I think we can do that again with these monies of partners. With your vote, I 
look forward to helping you achieve that goal. 
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Councilmember Durham: Thank you Mr. Cooley, any ques�ons from Council? Thank you. Next is Sheri 
Lopez. 
 
Sheri Lopez: Good a�ernoon Mayor, vice Mayor and Council members. My name is Sheri Lopez. I have 
been a resident since 2001. My history of a bachelors degree in business, but that did not really take my 
life plan. I went on to become a flight atendant for 25 years which prepared me for this posi�on in a 
very unique way.

I have had the opportunity to travel and visit this en�re world. I have been able to see communi�es that 
work well and those that don't those that invite tourism and those that don't. I think with that 
experience, I'm able to put together something that is invi�ng to all the community people that come to 
our area. I am also business owner here in Scotsdale and founded a nonprofit which pertains to human 
trafficking as a survivor of human trafficking, I felt it was very important to bring that informa�on to the 
community. 
 
I also served on the governor's board of human trafficking awareness Council for two years. I am I 
neighborhood watch captain. I am also a court-appointed special advocate for children in foster care as 
well as serve on the foster care review board. 
 
Obviously we need to embrace the growth that is coming to us. We have to look at a new future that 
keeps the �me that we have with all of the old town areas along with embracing the beauty that comes 
with growth. We also have to face water issues, traffic issues, that is something that I think I somebody 
like to collaborate and work as a team it would be beneficial to consensus and print, present 
opportuni�es to the board to make a posi�ve future growth for Scotsdale. 
 
Thank you for this opportunity, I hope to get your vote. Thank you. 
 
Councilmember Durham: Thank you Ms. Lopez, any ques�ons? If not, let's start with councilmember 
Janik.

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Councilmember Durham: Thank you. Nancy Brady has been appointed. Next is the Parks and Recrea�on 
commission where there is one opening. The Parks and Recrea�on commission advises the city Council 
on the acquisi�on of lands and facili�es for use of parks, recrea�on centers. 
 
On the opera�on, use, care and maintenance of these Parks and Recrea�on areas. There is one vacancy 
and three nominees. The nominees are Eric Maschhaup, I hope I pronounce that correctly, Kim 
Ollerhead, who will be precipita�ng electronically, and Pam Roberts. First is Eric, Eric Maschhaup. 
 
Eric Maschhaup: Hello, good a�ernoon Mayor and Council, thank you for considera�on today. I moved 
to Scotsdale in 2004, so 20 years now. I begin a family, I am a husband and father of two preteens. A�er 
this mee�ng I will be going to Scotsdale - - decided to do so. 
I worked my whole career and so�ware technology, business to business so�ware, specifically analy�cs 
and data-driven - - as a part of that will transi�on into this role on the commission. 
 
Also, I have been a part of a locally founded charitable organiza�on and through that is only increased 
my civic pride and responsibility which I would like to transi�on here for Parks and Recrea�on. I think 
the top issue facing the board is the appropriate use and to con�nue to invest and spend wisely the 
available budget to both maintain and improve Scotsdale's excep�onalism around Parks and 
Recrea�on. 
 
We really enjoyed spending �me in Scotsdale and the community and simply want to be a bigger part 
of it. Thank you.

Kim Ollerhead: I have lived in Scotsdale for about 40 years, I own my second house here. My 
background is all project management. I work for interior designers for 20 years and am currently a stay-
at-home mom, blogger and influencer. 
 
We have five-year-old twins and we spent all about �me at the parks. I spend my �me researching the 
best part in finding out where the kids want to play and the reason this posi�on interested me is I get a 
lot of ques�ons why Scotsdale is and count some of the things. For example, the latest inclusive items 
people asked me ques�ons about that. I always wondered where, how the budget goes and who make 
the decisions. 
 
That being said, the biggest challenge is a budget but keeping our parks inclusive. I think we have a lot of 
great poten�al to make some of our parks bigger and beter and more available for people to play with. 
Thank you for considering me, there are some amazing people here today, I am proud to be a Scotsdale 
ci�zen. 
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Councilmember Durham: Thank you. Are there any ques�ons from the Council? No? Well, thank you for 
par�cipa�ng.

Tourism development commission, 
there is one opening for industry representa�ve. The tourism development commission advises city 
Council on maters concerning the expenditure of revenues from the transac�on privilege tax or 
transient lodging designated for tourism development. 
 
There is one industry representa�ve posi�on vacancy and two nominees. The nominees are Ray 
Michaels and Anna Mineer. Mrs. Anna Mineer's term expired in February and she is eligible for 
reappointment. First, let's see if Mr. Michaels.

Ray Michaels: Thank you Mayor and Council members, thank you for the nomina�on for this commitee. 
I've been a resident there that home for almost 5 years now. My experience in Scotsdale goes back to 
grade school, atending Scotsdale school district and Arcadia high school, I've always been involved in 
anything you could possibly imagine. 
 
I shovel a lot of things and was involved in key club, I managed the restaurant that is no longer there, 
Farrell's ice cream partner restaurant, maybe you are familiar with the on Indian school Road. My 
adventure took me from here, being heavily involved in high school, I ended up working in the cruise 
industry for 35 years. 
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I was heavily involved in tourism as well as restaurants, hotels. I've traveled more than 100 countries 
around the world, I did a lot in tourism with regard to escor�ng tours, anywhere from Cambodia to 
Egypt degrees to all over the world. I came back to Arizona five years ago, I have missed too many 
birthdays and holidays, Christmas is in all of that. 
 
I opened up an adult living facility here in Scotsdale, I'm a small business owner and heavily involved in 
community service as well as poli�cs. I chair alleged the district which includes Scotsdale as well.I have 
the heart of a servant and I will love to be a part of this, I want to serve the city Council. I think my 
experience in about 44 years of tourism and excellence, a top issue facing Scotsdale right now is that 
medallion directly behind the mayor. 
 
Scotsdale is the westernmost Western town. We need to work diligently to make sure that we can keep 
the moto. People come here for a specific reason because we are the westernmost Western town. 
Everything we do in tourism is to promote what Scotsdale can do. I would love to assist the city Council 
and making some of the decisions on the board. I do thank you for the nomina�on. 
 
Councilmember Durham: Thank you, are there any ques�ons for Mr. Michael's? If not, we can step 
down. Our next candidate is Anna Mineer.

Anna Mineer: Hello Mayor and city Council. I have been a resident Scotsdale for almost 7 years. My 
history, first of all thank you so much for allowing me to serve the last three years, the first two years 
were all virtual. The last year has been exci�ng to have people come see us in person. I would be 
honored to do that again for another three years. 
 
I am just now re�ring as the exalted ruler of the Elks Lodge. I'm the youngest female to observe 
deposi�on. I will have more �me to dedicate to this commission including the April study that is coming 
up. Really looking forward to that. During my �me in the commission, have not missed a single mee�ng, 
even the virtual ones. 
 
One of the things that is different this �me is I'm actually a business analyst for the Maricopa small 
business development Center. I get to be in touch with everything throughout the valley for the 
hospitality and tourism industry. I am thinking the biggest issue we are faced on the commission is just 
being diligent about how we spend the funds. 
 
How is Scotsdale benefi�ng from the events? How can we make them beter and work on them as a 
team? I'm really excited to con�nue that. I hope you give me the opportunity to do so. 
 
Councilmember Durham: Thank you, any ques�ons from the Council? If not, I will now entertain a vote 
for the tourism development commission industry representa�ves opening. Each councilmember can 
vote for one nominee. 
 
Councilmember Graham: Thank you councilmember. Two very qualified applicants. Mr. Michael's. 
 
Councilmember Durham: Anna Mineer. 
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Councilwoman Whitehead: Anna Mineer. 
 
Mayor Ortega: Anna Mineer. 
 
Councilwoman Janik: Anna Mineer. 
 
Councilwoman Capu�: Anna Mineer. 
 
Vice Mayor Litlefield: Anna Mineer. 
 
Councilmember Durham: Thank you. Anna Mineer has been appointed.

Our final tonight is for the veterans advisory commission where there is one opening. The veterans 
advisory commission advice to the city Council on veterans programs, policies and prac�ces and serves 
as a community connec�on point for veterans in the community where they live. There is one vacancy 
and for nominees. 
 
The nominees are Roger Day, Joe DuBois, Jus�n Layman and Bethany Schilling. Mr. Day, are you here 
tonight? Alright, thank you. 
 
Roger Day: Thank you Mr. mayor and Council members, I appreciate the nomina�on. I have lived there 
since 1993. I come to this commission because I'm a Vietnam veteran. I recently went on a flight to 
Washington D.C.. In talking with their fellow veterans, I did not know that because someone would 
come up with a resource. Where do you find it? Where do I go? 
 
I guess I should go to the microphone. That is the reason that I really on the commission, is to help the 
veterans find with the informa�on and resources are. Fortunately, I don't need a lot of resources in the 
city, state and things of that nature, but there are a lot of veterans out there that do need that. 
Naturally, we need to help supply them Emma that is why I am here. Some of you might know me, my 
wife is the reason I am in this. She has been a city Council or member here for a while. Any ques�ons? 
Thank you very much. 
 
Councilmember Durham: Thank you, Mr. Day. Next is Joe DuBois. 
 
Joe DuBois: Good a�ernoon Mr. Mayor members of the Council. First of all, my name is Joe DuBois. I 
apologize if the angliciza�on is offensive to the ears, I have a story that I won’t go into about my first trip 
to Paris where I taught them how to pronounce my name, but that is a long story and I will bore you 
with that. First of all of Mr. day, thank you for your service. 
 
Also, I want to thank the Council for allowing me to be a nominee for this posi�on. I lived in Scotsdale 
for five years now. I live in North Scotsdale up above the construc�on zone which I go through every 
day. Why I want to be on the commission. First of all, my educa�on, I am a West Point graduate. Upon 
gradua�on I was commissioned as a separate Second Lieutenant were a�er a lead man in combat as a 
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decorated veteran, I think I have a certain affinity for veterans ever since I le� the service and became a 
lawyer in my second career, I have been a trial lawyer for all these many years. 
 
I've never lost the passion that I feel for veterans. I think I've been able to relate to veterans, I served 
many volunteer organiza�ons we support veterans cannot be it through the military Academy Rye also 
interviewed from a local congressman, applicants, wonderful men and women were trying to get into 
the Academy and make recommenda�ons to the congressman. It's a very important part of what the 
city does, if I did not command the city for having a veteran advisory commission. 
 
Nothing speaks part of the city of Scotsdale that we do that here. I think it's important, veterans are a 
tremendous asset for the city. I think some�mes, one of the points I will make about the commission is 
that I think need to be in our looking commission. By that I mean one that looks out to the veterans and 
one that brings the veterans into the city first the incredible asset of leadership, devo�on to duty to 
making the job done. 
 
Those are all important issues that I think the commission can work towards. One of the things as will 
could be an important issue for this commission, and - - by 2040 the number will be one in five. I think 
we o�en overlook the female veterans and this commission is a good place to start where we start 
emphasizing and looking to what we can do for the female veterans that are going to become a big part 
of our veteran community. The other important issue, I'm sure he watched the news you see this all the 
�me, right now, we have between 17 and 22 veterans commi�ng suicide each day. That is over 6000 
per year. 
 
As a loss of a tremendous asset that our country has invested in. He obtained our veterans, send them 
to war and now for whatever reason we are losing them at an astronomical rate it has been called the 
public health scourge for our country and I think that is something that we realize we won't solve the 
problem here in Scotsdale but I want to veteran advisory commission to be aware that and how we can 
connect with these people. 
 
I think over the years with my involvement in the veterans organiza�on I have been involved in, I have 
been able to connect and have the background experience to bring some talent to the commission I 
thank you for the opportunity to present tonight and would welcome any ques�ons if you have any. 
 
Councilmember Durham: Thank you, Mr. Joe DuBois. Any ques�ons? Next is Jus�n Layman.

Jus�n Layman: Good evening Mayor Ortega and members of Council. Scotsdale has been my home for 
over five years. He heard from a variety of - - briefly share with you a bit about my story and my work. It 
is not a story that is all that different, I joined the Army in 18 and 20 I deployed my first combat mission 
in Bosnia. 
 
For the next few years between deployments and training missions, I completed college courses. 
I was a student at ASU when I was called up to deployed to Iraq. With the last deployment my stop loss 
li�ed and with my military obliga�on complete, I finished college and earned an MBA will begin my 
career. I am lucky to have spent my en�re career working for small businesses. Currently, I'm a business 
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owner working in commercial and small business finance. I am honored to serve as the chair of the 
investment commitee and the board member of the Scotsdale chamber. 
 
Together, we have open new businesses at a ribbon-cu�ng spring as you know, I'm a current class 
member and Scot to leadership. When we look at the current work plan and the priori�es you have set, 
I am uniquely suited to serve. We can publish so much more together, leaning on partnerships 
equipping city staff to provide we have asked this commission to do. 
 
The veteran was homeless the veteran serving with PTSD, or the veteran working �relessly to start and 
build the business, that issue, whatever it is, is most important. We can sever veterans best when we 
bring the chamber, employers, small businesses and chari�es together with city staff so no mater how 
we meet that veteran, our message to them is look le�, look right, your city and community is standing 
by your side. How did I do on �me? Any ques�ons? Sorry, I want you guys I would be unbelievably 
nervous. 
 
Councilmember Durham: Any ques�ons? Thank you. Our final candidate is Bethany Schilling.

Bethany Schilling: Good evening Mayor Ortega and members of the Council. I moved there in 2014, I 
was born and raised in Arizona but due to service I was in and out of Scotsdale. Permanently back here 
in 2021. I served in the Army and Army Na�onal Guard for a total of 12 years with mul�ple 
deployments, mul�ple countries and mul�ple loca�ons. 
 
My husband is currently serving in his 20 years in 10 days. Hopefully they will let him out in 2024. He 
sta�on currently in Louisiana. When I work with the veterans resource group focusing specifically on 
women's veterans as well the veterans research group engaged with other organiza�ons to provide 
resources and encourage community involvement amongst veterans. So get them involved in other 
ac�vi�es. I'm also trying to work with service card organiza�ons as the head of PTSD dog and I believe 
that the resources that is underu�lized. So, during the last few years in the Army, I was recrui�ng 
reten�on noncommissioned officer. 
 
I maintain all my contacts in hell of a lot of fireproof that are now transi�oning out of the military. 
I feel like - - veterans demographic and Scotsdale diversified. Collabora�on of programs to transi�on 
programs which we call - - exist in every branch of the military. By collabora�ng with them, we are able 
to introduce new resources that are both locally and na�onally available. Many veterans moved 
loca�ons - - moving to. 
 
In close proximity and weather have vast supplement opportuni�es to master unique skill sets and 
opportuni�es. Scotsdale can have veterans already live in the community and make yourself a top 
transfer veterans with the right partnership in place. Thank you. 
 
Councilmember Durham: Thank you, are there any ques�ons for Miss Bethany Schilling? You can sit 
down. Once again, we have an embarrassment of riches for this commission. I thank all of you for being 
here and all of you for your service. I will now entertain a vote for the veteran’s advisory commission. 
Each Council member can vote for one nominee. Let's start with Councilwoman Capu�. 
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Councilwoman Capu�: Jus�n Layman although I am a litle nervous that he was more nervous speaking 
at a Council mee�ng then serving in the military. 
 
Councilwoman Janik: Jus�n Layman, I just want to say to all of you thank you for your service and keep 
your applica�on on file. You are a wonderful group of people, thank you. 
 
Mayor Ortega: Jus�n Layman. 
 
Councilwoman Whitehead: Jus�n Layman, dito to what everyone said. 
 
Councilmember Durham: Bethany Schilling. 
 
Councilmember Graham: Brian Cranston, I mean Joe DuBois. [Laughter]. 
 
Councilwoman Litlefield: Bethany Schilling.
